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Abstract

The Brazilian modern maritime industry was established in the 1960 decade, induced by a broad and effective governmental policy. The shipbuilding, marine equipment, and shipping industries, as well as engineering and other maritime related service sectors, experienced a very fast growth  period, up to the mid 1980s. Since then the Brazilian maritime industry as a whole has sharply declined. The shipbuilding industry was downsized and the merchant fleet was greatly reduced and most of the remainder shipping companies were sold to foreign firms. The marine equipment industry practically disappeared. 

Presently the shipbuilding industry is showing a recovery trend, mainly in consequence of the upsurge of deep water oil and gas offshore industry. The state-owned tanker fleet and supply vessel fleet are  the segments of the Brazilian-controlled shipping industry in better conditions. 

 The paper broadly describes and analyses the maritime industry policies rationale and instruments adopted during this period. The mechanisms considered are related to cargo reservation laws, fiscal devices, financing, subsidies, and other forms of governmental intervention in the production chain, from the shipbuilding input manufacturing sector up to maritime transportation itself.

1. Introduction: an historical overview

The modern Brazilian maritime industry – particularly the shipbuilding and the shipping sectors – was established in the 1960s in line with the industrial policies prevalent in most Latin American countries at that time. The underlying economic principle had a clear nationalistic bias and was based on the so-called import substitution strategy.

Previously, the shipbuilding industry consisted of small shipyards for ship repairing and building small vessels. The Brazilian merchant fleet was composed of small coastal ships and a few old ocean-going ships. In those years, the Brazilian flag's market share in country’s foreign trade was less than five percent.

The ancillary sectors, including production of materials and equipment for shipbuilding and technical, financial, and managerial services, technical education, and research and development activities, simply did not exist.

Starting from the second half of the 1960s, a new maritime policy was developed, which included a number of interventionist and protectionist measures.

The Brazilian deep-sea shipping market had been completely dominated by foreign shipowners, and one immediate effect of this new policy was to give a significant market share to the Brazilian flag.

At the international level, the reactions that followed the imposition of these unilateral actions were partially hindered by its coinciding with the rapid growth of Brazilian foreign trade. This meant that there was no net loss of revenue to the foreign shipowners. Furthermore, the international maritime industry was quite protectionist, and, at same time, the United States government was then inclined to support the Brazilian military government, which had recently come to power.

At the domestic level, the new policy did not cause any significant resistance because the political regime was quite strong and closed; Brazilian foreign trade was mostly operated by state-owned companies; and the private sector involved in foreign trade was also, in its turn, highly protected by the government.

The policy adopted was very successful. It promoted both the development and the consolidation of a shipbuilding industry on an international scale, and an impressive expansion of the merchant fleet, which reached high market-share levels in Brazilian foreign trade. The subsidiary industry also showed a very impressive growth rate, and so a high level of nationalisation in production was reached. The same occurred in the service and technical education sectors, both for seafarers and for engineers and other technical professionals.

The rigidity of the protectionist chain, ranging from the basic inputs to shipbuilding up to water transportation services, was the main characteristic of the Brazilian maritime policy.

Since the mid-1980s, however, the declining effectiveness of the maritime policy has led the sector to a deep crisis that has extended until the late 1990s.

Within a closed dictatorial regime, the decision-making processes (which were strongly influenced by private agents) did not provide the level of capability and independence that would allow for a smooth and efficient transition to the new political and economical environment, which began in the 1980s at both the domestic and international levels.

The last years of the 1980s and the first years of the 1990s were characterised by extensive deregulation and privatisation of the Brazilian economy. These were also years of crisis in the national economy, marked by very low growth rates.

By that time, a number of factors had contributed to the disruption of the Brazilian maritime policy.

In the liner sector, these included:

· The changes in competition dynamics in liner shipping that strongly constrained the specialised regional liner services, which were important market niches for shipowners from developing countries.

· The increasing pressure from domestic sectors involved in international trade, mainly exporters, affected by the high level of freight charges and low. 

· The change in the foreign trade balance, mainly in the general cargo sector, in which exports started to prevail. With this change, foreign shipowners were less willing to accept the rules imposed by the Brazilian government.

In the case of the dry bulk sector, the prescription of government-related cargo, which was the main mechanism of cargo reservation to the Brazilian flag, lost its efficacy because of the privatisation of the sectors entrusted with most dry bulk imports.

The national shipping decline was one of the main causes of the shipbuilding industry decline.

The government's intervention mechanisms in the shipbuilding sector included different forms of incentives and subsidies, but the main instrument was the guarantee of orders, made feasible by the expansion of the national fleet and the vertical linking of protectionist measures.

Another major cause of the decline of the Brazilian shipbuilding industry was the imposition of extremely ambitious targets for domestic input production that had been established in accordance with the import substitution policy. The national subsidiary industry's lack of capability to meet the increasing demand or to offer reasonable prices and supply times was one of the reasons for the lack of competitiveness of the national shipyards.

From the middle 1980s on, the Brazilian maritime industry underwent a deep crisis, which led it almost to extinction.

The Brazilian merchant fleet decreased, and the main national shipping companies either disappeared or were denationalised. The most important exception was the tanker fleet, which belonged to Petrobras, the state-owned oil company.

The main shipyards were almost completely inactive by the end of the 1990s and the subsidiary industry was dismantled.

This gloomy scenario was modified only by the boom in the petroleum offshore industry, in deep and ultra-deep waters, which began in the late 1990s.

The oil sector then started to represent the most important source of demand for various segments of the maritime industry.

The modernisation process of the Brazilian oil industry led to an increase in the efficiency of Petrobras as a whole and its maritime transportation branch. The tanker fleet, which used to operate with quite low levels of productivity, recovered and now offers reasonable levels of competitiveness.

The demand for offshore supply vessels has expanded in a dramatic way, and it is now a very important market for both ship operators and shipyards.

The demand for offshore supply vessels (small and medium-sized shipyards) and offshore rig construction and conversion (medium and large ones) has itself been an important factor in the recovery of the shipbuilding industry.

The reactivation of the shipbuilding industry has been characterised by the transfer of control of the shipyards to foreign corporations.

At present, the actual and prospective demand for ocean-going ship construction is concentrated mainly in tankers, both crude or product carriers and shuttle tankers, owned by Petrobras.

Against this background, a discussion of government policies and development strategies for the Brazilian maritime industry is again very topical.

At present, the main policy instruments are the strategic management of Petrobras, and the financing system of the maritime industry, which, in overall terms, has kept the same basic structure since the 1960s.

2. The Expansion Cycle

From the second half of the 1960s, a very firm maritime policy was implemented, based on a quite comprehensive and complex system of interventionist and protectionist measures, which induced a rapid expansion of both shipping and shipbuilding industries. 

So far, only three state-owned companies operated the Brazilian deep-sea services. Lloyd Brasileiro, founded in 1890, was the only liner operator; Docenave, a subsidiary of Vale do Rio Doce, one of the largest mining companies in the world, was the main dry bulk operator; and Petrobras, the Brazilian state oil company, had practically a monopoly on tankers.

The new shipping policy included cargo reservation laws, a system to control freight rates, tax incentives, direct and indirect subsidies and the active presence of state-owned companies. The Brazilian shipowners needed authorisation to operate in each specific trade.

The Liner Conferences were reorganised under strict governmental control and obligatorily included, from that time on, Brazilian companies. The whole national policy for general cargo shipping was based on the Liner Conferences. Market regulation was based on a broad system of cargo reservation to the Brazilian flag, and on strict control over private owners. The main reservation mechanisms were the following:


· Reservation to the Brazilian flag of the carriage of all government-owned, government-financed or government-favoured imports. Following the reciprocity principle, Brazil could free up to 50 percent of its total reserved cargoes. In the expansion period, government involvement in the economy was so extensive that more than 80 percent of the whole import trade was prescribed;

· Total reservation of the main Brazilian deep-sea liner routes to the Liner Conferences;

· Strict regulation of the Conferences, enforcing a national flag market share of at least 40 percent of gross freight revenue, equally distributed between Lloyd Brasileiro, which took part in all Brazilian liner trades, and one private company;

· Bilateral intergovernmental agreements between Brazil and a number of countries, including most Latin American ones;

· Reservation of export shipments of coffee, cocoa and cotton, which were important items in Brazilian foreign trade in that period; and

· Total cabotage reservation.

It is important to observe that the cargo reservation was for Brazilian companies, not for national flagged ships. National owners were allowed to transport reserved cargo using foreign chartered ships. However, the operators needed government authorisation to charter a foreign ship, both in time charter and voyage charter parties. Bareboat charter was not allowed.

It is also relevant to notice that control of shipping company equity was reserved for Brazilian citizens.

The regulation system included the need for authorisation of shipowners to operate in each particular service and route, and authorisation for the purchase or sale of ships. The system also included the control of all chartering operations and the need for approval of all liner freight rates.

During the 1970s and in the beginning of the 1980s, the Brazilian liner services remained very rigidly regulated and were largely dominated by Liner Conferences, with the consequent guarantee of high profitability and stability for Brazilian shipping companies.

The state-owned shipping companies dominated all the segments of the market. The monopoly of Petrobras in petroleum imports, production and refining, guaranteed its exclusive role in transportation by sea of crude oil and oil products. Docenave and Lloyd Brasileiro kept their status of main dry bulk and liner operators, respectively.

One of the main instruments of Brazilian maritime policy was the financing system. The main funding source for the shipbuilding and shipping industries, during the whole expansion period, was the so-called Merchant Marine Fund – FMM. The FMM was mainly fed by a tax on import and cabotage freight, called Freight Additional for Merchant Marine Renewal – AFRMM.

This system, with several minor alterations in this period, is still active.

The policy, as a whole, was very successful up to the first years of the 1980s, in terms of the shipyards' production, fleet growth, and national flag share in Brazilian sea-borne trade.

Figures 1 and 2 show the evolution of the national fleet and the market share of the national flag in Brazilian foreign trade.

The regulation of shipping markets and the special financing system led to a significant demand for shipbuilding. The resulting orderbook allowed the shipyards to expand and production to increase significantly.

Most orders were co-ordinated by the government, and were placed through the so-called Shipbuilding Plans, as indicated in Table 1.

The protectionist chain also included the subsidiary industry.

The importing of inputs to the shipbuilding industry was restrained, so that most items had to be produced in Brazil, in most cases under licensing agreements with international manufacturers.

However, the policy led to inefficiency and a lack of competitiveness in all segments.

The subsidiary industry sought prices that were higher than the international levels, with long delivery times.

The Brazilian shipbuilding industry policy did not lead to productivity gains or technological and managerial development, at least at a pace necessary to deal with the adverse circumstances that emerged in the following years [1].

3. Crisis and Decay

An accelerated but quite disorderly deregulation of the shipping market started in the middle 1980s. The main causes were the pressure exerted by the sectors involved in foreign trade, mainly Brazilian exporters; the change in the international maritime transportation environment; and the restoration of political democracy in the country and general economic liberalisation.

The deregulation process was not the consequence of any planning, and a new maritime policy was never proposed. The existing system was abruptly withdrawn, without any transition period that would have permitted the enterprises to adapt.

The Liner Conferences' exclusive role in the main deep-sea trades was eliminated in 1984, which allowed foreign shipowners free access to Brazilian trades. In 1990, the reservation of coffee, cocoa, and cotton export shipments was revoked.

In 1991, the government widened the extent of deregulation, when it abolished the authorisation system, allowing any national shipowner to operate freely in any trade.

In the liner sector, the deregulation destabilised the conference system and forced the most inefficient national companies – including the state-owned Lloyd Brasileiro – to close down. All of the remaining companies were sold to foreign shipowners.

In 1997, as part of the general deregulation and liberalisation of the economy, the restriction on foreign citizens or corporations to control Brazilian enterprises was withdrawn.

The cabotage trades remain reserved to national ships or to ships chartered by national enterprises. However, as remarked above, there are no restrictions to prevent a foreign shipowner from opening an enterprise in Brazil. Such an enterprise is considered as a Brazilian shipping company.

In the dry bulk sector, the main instrument of protection was the reservation of import government cargoes, which was not revoked. However, the level of imports made directly by the government, by state-owned companies, or with any sort of governmental favour has been dramatically reduced because of the deregulation and privatisation of the national economy as a whole.

Tanker shipping is the only segment that has remained reserved, since oil and oil products commerce is still dominated by Petrobras.

The impact of deregulation on the deep-sea fleet can be observed in Figures 1 and 2. It is interesting to note that, after 1997, the Brazilian fleet figures include the ships owned by companies controlled by foreign corporations.

As a consequence of the decline of the shipping sector, the shipbuilding industry has also declined.

Other factors that have contributed to the decline of shipbuilding are, certainly, the excessive requirement for the supply of domestic inputs and the lack of mechanisms to promote technological and managerial development. Productivity has not increased at the pace required to cope with the growth of the scale of production and the changes in the market environment.

The decrease in demand and the effects of the Brazilian economy global crisis, as well as the unfavourable conjuncture of world shipbuilding industry, have seriously affected Brazilian shipyards.

For the Brazilian economy as a whole, the period between the early 1980s and the early 1990s was characterised by low growth rates and high inflation. The level of investment in infrastructure and technological development was also very low.

The protectionist and incentive devices that were established in the 1960s were withdrawn, without substituting any planned industrial policy.

The tying with the domestic shipping industry became ineffective, and then the Brazilian shipbuilding industry had to bear a heavy tax burden, unfavourable exchange rate, and financial difficulties. These factors, in a highly inflationary atmosphere, made it extremely difficult to adopt any orientation towards the international market.

The shipyards managed to keep working up to the mid-1990s, in spite of serious problems of discontinuity in production and successive interruptions to most of the contracts.

Moreover, in 1994, the last monetary stabilisation program was launched. This program was very hard for the industrial sector as a whole, and made the shipbuilding situation worse. Most of the main shipyards stopped producing and the subsidiary industry practically disappeared.

Since then, all restrictions on imports of parts and components have been eliminated and other tax exemptions have been introduced. However, these measures have not had any significant effect on the shipbuilding industry's recovery.

4. The Financing System

The main provider of funds to the system is the Merchant Marine Fund (FMM). The main source of funds to the FMM is the AFRMM tax. It is a tax on import and cabotage freight, payable by the shippers.

Over the years, the AFRMM rate has been adjusted several times, reaching 50 percent of import freight and 20 percent of cabotage freight, at the end of the 1980s. Since 1990, AFRMM rates have been fixed at 25 percent of import freight and 10 percent of cabotage freight. Figure 3 shows the evolution of annual gross AFRMM income.

Recently, a number of exemptions were introduced as, for instance, for cargoes imported from Latin American countries, and for cargoes going to Brazilian ports situated in north region.

The FMM system has two components: a common account (the FMM itself), and a group of owner accounts. The common account receives the AFRMM from goods carried by foreign shipping companies and by foreign chartered ships operated by Brazilian shipping companies. The FMM also receives a portion of the total AFRMM generated by Brazilian ships. Out of the total AFRMM generated by Brazilian ships, 83 percent in imports and 100 percent in domestic trades, go to the respective owner accounts. The balances of these owner accounts can be used only for conversion or repair of Brazilian ships, the acquisition of ships in the country or the amortisation of FMM loans.

The FMM financing system is one of the main mechanisms for tying the shipbuilding and shipping industries, and, in consequence, leading to subsidy cross-transfers [2].

The FMM grants highly favourable financing to shipowners. However, the owners must place their orders in a domestic shipyard. A major point is that the shipowners, through these FMM loans, finance shipyard production.

In the past the system included direct subsidy, but it was eliminated in 1990. The financing conditions and subsidy schemes were altered several times over the years. In the year 2000, the current financing terms were introduced: a 20-year amortisation period, a fixed interest rate between 4 and 6 percent per annum, and loans of up to 90 percent of the total cost of the project.

The analysis of the financing system, in the context of discussing Brazil's main maritime policies, should concentrate on three fundamental points:

· The impact of the AFRMM tax on the transportation system and on the national economy as a whole;

· The distorting effects of the owner accounts system;

· The connection between the financing of the shipowner and the financing of the shipyard.

On the first point, studies already conducted [3] point to some major conclusions:

· Although such kind of tax can potentially provoke distortions, the AFRMM has not introduced significant distortions into Brazilian international commerce.

· The incidence of the AFRMM does not cause any significant net economic loss for the country, because of the degree of imports inelasticity.

· The classical small country hypothesis is valid in most import trades, and the demand for imported goods is highly inelastic. Therefore, the effective AFRMM burden falls on Brazilian importers. It has the same effect as an increase in import duties.

· The presently existing exemptions, which are related to the origin or destination of the cargo, are indeed distorting factors.

· The cabotage AFRMM causes a loss in competitiveness of maritime transportation in relation to inland transportation systems. Therefore, the rationality of the whole domestic logistic system can be affected.

In a general way, the distorting impacts of AFRMM itself are not relevant. The impact on import prices, in most cases, is much lower than existing import duties. Besides that, the AFRMM is absorbed by national agents and the international market, and does not bring about any significant contrary reaction.

Therefore, rationalisation of Brazilian maritime policy does not demand the elimination of the AFRMM, but some adjustments should be made, such as the elimination of exemptions related to the origin or destination.

On the second point, i.e., the owner accounts system, it can be stated that:

· As the balances of the owner accounts can be applied only in the construction of new ships, conversions, or repair work, and as non-utilised resources are transferred back to FMM after a three-year period, the system is a potential generator of irrational investment decisions, from the economic point of view.

· As the availability of resources in the owner accounts varies with the freight earnings in import trades, the system corresponds to an irrational subsidy system. Ships that generate more southbound freight will have a higher subsidy level than the ones which generate more northbound freight, or which operate in exemption areas. Further, in an adverse market situation, when the freight earnings are lower, the subsidy also tends to be lower.

Therefore, the review of the financing system should lead to the prompt elimination of the owner accounts system.

On the third point, i.e., the tying between the financing to the shipowner and the financing to the shipyard, it can be said that:

· This system assigns the construction risk to the shipowner.

· As the loan amount is referred to as a fixed percentage of the contract price, the system does not discourage collusion between shipowners and shipyards, which can result in overpricing. The immediate consequence would be interest arbitrage, and, consequently, subsidy leaking.

· Possible overpricing increases the risk in the system. Firstly because investors who do not put any part of their own money into the project tend to take more risky decisions. Secondly, because the mortgage guarantee considers the price agreed in the construction contract as the ship value. This means that the guarantee is insufficient, thus increasing the financing risk.

The excess of risk in the system has been the main structural problem in the FMM.

The reform of the system must include altering the contract model. Shipyard financing must be disassociated from shipowner financing. The modernisation of the system should also include the issuing some kind of performance bond by the FMM itself.

Another rational adjustment would be to fix the loan amount as a percentage of an international reference price for each kind of ship, instead of the actual contract price.

The restructuring of the financing system aiming to eliminate distortions and to make it compatible with the present conditions of national economy as a whole and maritime industry in particular should be one of the main directions for the Brazilian maritime policy restructuring.

5. Present Outlook and Prospects

At present, the Brazilian maritime industry is showing a recovery, mainly as a consequence of the upsurge of the deep-water oil and gas offshore industry in the second half of the 1990s.

As important offshore fields in deep and ultra-deep waters were discovered and the Brazilian government broke up the state oil monopoly in 1995, a boom in investments has been occurring.

In the construction and conversion of offshore rigs alone, an investment of about US$ 1.5 billion is being projected for the next four years. The fleet of offshore supply vessels operating in Brazil, which now comprises around 140 ships (the Brazilian flagged vessel fleet consists of 51 ships), is expected to grow to 220 in the next five years.

The expansion of demand, already under way, has made feasible the re-opening of all large and medium-sized shipyards that had been closed. The exception is the Ishibras shipyard, the largest in the country, which was dismantled in an irreversible way. Only the 600.000 dwt dry-dock of the old shipyard is now operating, and only for repair work.

The market revitalisation, as well as the national economy environment, has stimulated the acquisition of the main shipyards by foreign shipbuilding corporations.

The prospects for the recovery of the national shipping industry depend on the consolidation of market niches in liner cabotage and regional trades, oil and oil product transportation, and operations of offshore supply vessels. The regional liner trades with better strategic prospects are related to the Amazon Basin and Mercosul. In tanker shipping, Petrobras keeps active and its maritime branch is now quite competitive.

However, the subsidiary industry does not offer prospects of a consistent recovery, either in the short or in the long run. The segments of engineering and technical services, as well as financial services, education, and research and development, will tend to consolidate as the maritime transportation and shipbuilding industries become more stable.

The consolidation of the maritime industry depends on the definition of clear and stable rules. Maritime policies, in moving to a new model, should principally focus on:

· The institution of active policies to develop the technological and managerial capabilities needed for both the shipping and shipbuilding sectors; and

· The correction of distortions within and improvement of both the financing model and the FMM/AFRMM system.
