Main reflections 

• The intermediate levels and the associations of territories have a
relevant articulating role for development.

• Progress has been made in socializing the agenda. However,
greater involvement of civil society and other actors is lacking.

• There are improvements in information and data systems. But it
is necessary to improve the capacity for diagnostics, monitoring
and follow-up in the territories.

• Progress must be made in making experiences visible and in the
exchange of knowledge towards collective construction.
