Individual and collective consumption expenditure by Government
are not separated.

General government final consumption expenditure is not classified
according to the International Standard Classification of
Occupations.

The lag in the annual
estimates for those
countries that do not
have quarterly estimates.

Households and NPISHS final
consumption expenditure are mix.
Actual Individual consumption is not
classified according to the COICOP
