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 ICP PPPs require collecting prices and compiling expenditures for the whole range of 
final goods and services comprising GDP. 

 The ICP classification provides a means of systematically identifying the components 
of GDP by breaking down its expenditures into major aggregates, which are then 
subdivided into categories, groups, classes, and basic headings.  

 ICP price surveys are designed to suit the characteristics of the ICP classification 
aggregate under consideration. 

 However, some aggregates require ‘special data’ collection forms due to the difficulty in 
collecting prices for them, e.g., government, gross capital formation, etc.
