/ithin the framework of the Tenth Session of UN-GGIM: Americas, the focal pomts of Caribbean
member states - Antipuz and Barbuda, Bahamas, Barbades, Guyana, Jamaica and 5t Lucia met
informally to discusz the management and future of the Canbbean Geospatizl Development
Imitiztrve (CARIGEQ) programmae, meluding the reprazentation and participation of member states,
and the lbmited financial and other resources, which negatively pmpact the manzgement of
gecspatial mformation.

To address these hmitafions and towards seeking graater levels of suppert, member states drafted
and presented a resolution that sought to urge Canbbean govemments to allocate resources to
strengthen geospatial mformation management in addifion to encouraging greater international
support for the subregion.

This rezolotion, entitled “Suztainable financing for seozpatial information management for the
Caribbean™ was led by Guyana, supported by Antizna and Barbuda and submuttad by Jamaica, as
Caribbean Vocal of UN-GGIM: Americas.

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support and optimize the economic, social and environmental benefits derved from pricritized
nztional development zoals;

Further encowrages Caribbean Member Stafes and Termtories to utlize public fimding
mechanisms swch a3z national and mstitotional current amd capital budgets and cost sharing

arrangements among government agenciss.

Draws the arrennen of national mapping, statistical and geospatial agencies of Canbbaan Mamber
States and Termitories to the identification and usze of appropriate subscriphion models and data
hicensing fess;

Calls on donor organizations and countries as well as Canbbean Wember States and terntaries fo
actively zeek mutnally agresd om scope and conditions for grant fimdme partnarships, mcludimz
infernafionzl cooperation, focused on geospatial putiatives: and mnovations undertaken in the
Czaribbean region;

In closing. strongly encouwrcges the preparation and commumeation of valee propestions and
benafifs realization of investing in geospatial mformation and technelogical solutions that support
sustainable national development amongst Canbbean Member States and Tarmtornes.
